1. The draft of the first report of Panel "L" to the Isycho-
lo~ical Strateny Foavre was amended as requested In my memoran-
Gun of August 14 (AEC 452/12) transmitting the Commission's views.
It also was amended in sccordance with views of other agencles
~eppresented on the Panel. The arreed text was transmltted to the
Toard on August 19 by the Panel chalrman, His note of transmit-

tal and the agreed text are clrculated separately as AEC 483/19.

2. The Chairman of the PSB placed before the Board the
veport and a memorandum dated August 27, attached as Appendix "A".
Tris memorandum advocated that either the panel or another
specially seleccted group be aubhorized and directed to expand
tre scope of its conslderations to include such questions as:

a. How to revamp the U. S. pusifion on control of
armaments to counter propaganda claims against the

U. S. that might be expected after IVY;

b. Wnether the U. 3. could derive a psychologlcal

advantage by redesigning IVY into tests of "components”
of a thermonuclear device rather than the device entire;
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5. If and when a formal paper from the PSB on the action
taken on the report of Panel "L" is received it will be supplied

for the further information of those receiving this report.

The attached amendment referred to in the first para-
graph was the suggestion to amend the footncte at the bottom
..f page 4 of the Panel "L" Report tc read as follows:

"In the event that the thermonuclear test is partially
or wholly unsuccessful, the statement in Appendix ‘B
would presumably not be necessary but a statement along
the general lines of the statement in Appendix 'C" sheould
be used."

The reason fcr this suggestion was that the first sentence
in paragraph 2 of Appendix "C" wculd be misleading in the event
~he test was a complete dud.

I am also enclesing a copy of a memorandum from Dr. Allen,
Directer of the Psychclogical Strategy Board, to the other
nembers of the Board which is referred to in the last paragraph

In any
event, the second paragraph of Appendix "B" should be totally
eliminated on the theory that its contents are covered in the
final release, namely that of Appendix '"C".
