The period covered by this narrative extends beyond the period for which 

this Operation Order is effective. This has been done to acquaint all ele- 

ments of the Task Force at the earliest practicable date with the nature and 

scope of Operation CASTLE. 

There will be three (3) or four (4) experimental devices tested at the A% 

Pacific Proving Ground, There may be an air drop during Operation CASTLE.
