inated for.want of commitment or sc i en t i f i c  merit. The remaining few 
propoeale that r e l a t e  more or l ees  t o  air pollutants are too diveree in 
eubstance t o  permit ra t iona l  coordination in a single project statement. 
To do SO would produce at best a contrived document tha t  might weaken a 
good project. Good coordination a m ~ n g  projecte would eeem more an a n -  
i e t r a t ive  than a ec ien t i f ic  matter.

inaependently 88 separate projects. They Include two project proposals 
by Tom Hayes and one by Keith Freeman. It I s  anticipated tha t  Tobias 
will submit independently a fourth propoeal. Each has a high leve l  of 
personal cemmltment t o  it by the inveetigator and m e t  be regarded BB a 
eerioue propoeal, and ehould be coneidered on i t s  merite. 

3. Each of these proposals, and any others related t o  air contaminante, 
could be given a general heading or dlternatively, grouped under the general 
heading abwe in the  h e r  program. However, it ehould be recalled that a 
compreheneive organization of a l l  energy related health and environment 
research within L.B.L. wae adopted fo r  the  overall program submitted by 
D r .  Seeeler t o  D.B.E.R. l a e t  November. It seem reaeonable t o  expect, 
therefore, that  all project propoeals that are approved in t h l e  round 
may aseigned t o  appropriate eubprograme In the overall L.B.L. program 88 
vas done before. Thus Hayes' 2 project8 would properly be catalogued in 
L.B.L. Subprogram 3, Section C; Freeman's proposal would be placed in 
Subprogram 1. 

4. A number of pose ib l l i t i es  for biomedical research on airborne 
contaminaate were diecuesed but no additional rpecific projects were 
suggeeted br thought t o  be practlc-le at this t i m e .  However each of the 
pereons l i e t e d  abwe expreeeed a willingneee t o  Mei s t  any project where 
h i e  par t icu lar  experteee might be ueeful. 

The three eurvlving proposale consequently w i l l  be eubmitted 
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
