Our Project 11.2, Air Sempling, has a requirement for cloud phenomenology
photography on five (5) representative events in Operetion DOMINIC. We ask
you to provide or arrange for the support necessary to perform this photo-
graphy.

The photogrephy will begin at cloud inception and continue until the
cloud has stabilized at an estimated one to two hours after detonation. It
will not be continuous within the period, dut will be at intervals as directed
by the airborne scientific controller for cloud sampling.

The aircraft carrying the photogrspher should be capeble of operating from
25,000 to 45,000 ft. altitude above mean sea level. It 1is estimated that no
more than three to four hours flying time per event will be required, varying
somevhat with the event selected. Detailed crev briefings may be conducted as
the events are selected.

It is requested that 16-millimeter Extachrome film be used. The pictures
will be used for cloud studies, and good gquality is desired. It is further
requested that the original footege be turned over to LASL Project 11.2 repre-
sentatives.
