(3) "ENIWETOK/BIKINI Danger Area", as the term is used in this
operation order, is that area encompassing ENIWETOK and BIKINI ATOLLS
and bounded by the meridians 160°35' - 166°28' east longitude, and by
the parallels 10°16' - 12°45' north latitude; an ares of 150 miles by
350 miles.

(4) "Closed Area", as the term is used in this operation order,
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is defined as including the land areas of ENIWETOK ATOLL and BIKINI
ATOLL and the water areas of the respective lagoons within three (3)
miles to the seaward side of the periphery of the respective land

areas.

(5) This operation order supplements the instructions contained
in CJTF 132 Operation Order No. 4-52, dated 17 November 1952, which

remains in effect.

b. General Situation

(1) By authority of the Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS), Joint Task
Force 132 (JTF 132) wes activated on 9 July 1951 for the purpose of
conducting Operation IVY at ENIWETOK ATOLL during 1952. On 21 May
1952 the JCS designated the Chief of Staff, U.S. Army to continue as
Executive Agent for a subsequent overseas atomic test (Operation
CASTLE) and brozdensd the missions of CJTF 132 to include the execu-
tion of CASTLE.

(2) Operation IVY was completed on 21 November 1952.

(3) On 1 February 1953, Joint Task Force 132 was administra-
tively redesignated as Joint Task Force SEVEN (JTF SEVEN) with no
change in the previously assigned mission of conducting Operation
CASTLE.

PART I - INTELLIGENCE SUMMARY

1. Summary of Enemy Situation (subject to continual revision).

a. The world political situation as of 1 May 1953 shows a general

consisted of limited objective attacks. Peace talks have been re-
sumed with the Red Chinese government. The process of exchanging
prisoners of war, for a long time the stumbling block for a peace
settlement, has commenced. Since the death of Stalin, the USSR has
adoptea an outwardly more conciliatory attitude toward the western
world.

(2) In Indochina, the Viet Minh battalions are increasing their
warfare against the French government forces.

(3) The government in Iran has continued with a growing anti-
American and anti-British attitude and shows less ability to cope
with the situation. This country is susceptible to further infil-
tration by Commnists.

(4) In Argentina, the government is faced l.)y increasing tension
as evidenced by bombings and acts of terrorism. The struggle in

this area is Peron or anti-Peron rather than Communists.

(5) The government of Guatemala is still dominated by Comrunists
and is plagued by continuing minor uprisings.

(6) In Europe, the progress of a united political unit and a
united armmy continue with uncertain progress.
b. Strictly speaking, the world is at peace but it is actually in
an indefinable state known as "cold war" in which the forces of the
East (communistic) are lined up against those of the West (anti-
Communist) and oppose each other openly by every means short of a
declaration of war. In maintaining this state of cold war the
scientific discovery and application of atomic energy has playsd an
important part in restraining the USSR. The fear of the destructive
force of atomic weapons has undoubtedly proved a deterrent to the
aggressive attitude of the Soviet government. The USSR is striving
by every possible means to increase thieir technical knowledge and
application of atomic energy and thereby increase their potential
military force.

The policy of the Communists (and the USSR) is well known in
continuing their efforts for world domination, namely, to apply con-
tinued military and political pressure against all noncommunistic
governments, relaxing only when the attack is futile and transferring
the pressure to another area.

c. Joint Task Force SEVEN should encounter no open enemy in carrying
out its mission. Overt action could take place only in case of:

(1) A sudden declaration of war and attack in force by an enemy
power;

(2) Hostile action by air or sea on a small scale for the pur-
pose of interfering with the experiment or to gain technical know-

ledge. “““

d. It may be expected that the USSR and other nations will make a

Cc-2
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determined and continuing effort to gain knowledge of Operation
CASTIE and the atomic experiments and to interfere with them by
every means possible, short of operations which would precipitate
open hostilities.

e. In addition to the danger from espionage, Operation CASTLE is
subject to the leak of sensitive information by careless and thought-
less personnel and to leaks through the press and through the mail.
f. The nonexistence of an open enemy precludes the need of activity
for the purpose of gaining information of the activity of the enemy.
At the same time it emphasizes the need for the maximum effort to
mintain security. Any effort of the enemy to reconnoiter in the
area must be countered by all means at the disposal of the Joint
Task Force and by requests for information from neighboring commands
ir Japan and Hawaii.

g. The principal intelligence effort must be concentrated in main-
taining security. The measures to insure security consist of secu-
rity drill and training to prevent inadvertent disclosure of infor-
mation amd in preventing unauthorized persons having access to the
area as well as the supervision of informmation which is released to
the press.

Summary of Enemy Capabilities

a, It is considered that interference with the mission or compromise
of its activities could be effected by:

(1) Espionage. Espionage could be accomplished by the penetration
of personnel into the Task Force or the defection of personnel within
the Task Force. In addition, espionage could be accomplished by
photographic means from ship, aircraft or submarine with the latter
two being most plausible. Submarine approach within 1,500 gards or

less of important islands of the atoll or overflight by enemy aircraft

UNA
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are possible. By such means periodic photography and observation
could record and interpret the progress, process of preparation,
types of construction and the approximate time of important opera-
tions from the activities within the atoll.

(2) Sabotage. Sabotage could be accomplished by the penetration
of personnel into the Task Force, the defection of personnel within
the Task Force or, more remotely, by a raiding party landed from the
sea. Subversive action by these means could run along the lines of
the destruction of communications and technical installation facili-
ties within the atoll.

(3) Overt Action by Vessel or Aircraft. Overt action by vessel

or aircraft could take the form of attack by bomb, gunfire or assault.

(4) Raids. Raids could be conducted by aggressive or surrepti-
tious methods under the cover of darkness from combatant ships and
submarines., The landing and recovery of raiders by submarine could
be accomplished under the conditions of darkness and the confusion
resulting from their activities.

(5) Observation. By overt observation of activities in the area
from a vessel immediately outside the three mile limit, a determined
ship commander could, in part, compromise the operations.

(6) Unauthorized Instrumentation. Interference with the mission

could be accomplished by electronic countermeasures by a vessel or
aircraft operating some distance from the area. Compromise could be
effected by the surreptitious "planting" of instruments by a landing
party and recovered in the same manner after completion of the opera-
tion.

(7) Failure of JTF SEVEN Personnel to Observe Security Precautions.

Failure of JTF SEVEN personnel to observe security precautions could
easily compromise the mission by their talking or wrjting indiscrimi-

nately about classified information during the planning and opera-
tional stages. A lapse in communication security could also reveal
vital information. A lackadalsical attitude toward personnel secu-
rity regulations could ultimately cause physical penetration within
the JTF.

b. It is also considered that interference with the mission would
be caused by the declaration or outbreak of war. In this event the
position and security of the mission could become untenable and
logistically impossible.

¢. It is considered that an unfriendly power having an interest in
the JTF SEVEN mission would more probably manifest such interest in
a covert minner by attempting personnel infiltration or personnel
corruption for espiomage or sabotage purposes, or by submarine ob-‘
servation for the purpose of obtaining information. It is believed
that information as to the operations of JTF SEVEN and the results
thereof would be of more practical value to an unfriendly power than
hindering or impeding the operation. Overt action involving the use
of force, an attack, or direct open observation from a point well in
the Danger Area would involve a risk of consequence out of proportion
to the value of the results to be obtained from such action.

(1) The country having the greatest capability of executing the
above actions, its apparent unfriendly attitude and its interest in
the atomic program of the United States is the SOVIET UNION.

(2) Soviet military capabilities in relation to operations of
JTF SEVEN are contained in Appendix I to this annex.

Area of Operations

a. Eniwetok and Bikini Atolls are a part of the Trust Territory of
the Pacific Islands, placed under the Dnited States as the adminis-

tering authority by the Security Council of the United Nations.

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They are, therefore, subject to the full powers of administration,
legislation and jurisdiction of the United States, The trusteeship
agreement for the Trust Territory permits the United States to close
any of the areas for security reasons.

b. On 2 December 1947, by notification to the United Nations, the
U.S. closed the area of the entire Eniwetok Atoll and the territorial
waters adjacent thereto. On 2 April 1953, Bikini Atoll was also
closed by notification to the United Nations. Territorial waters are
defined as those within a three mile limit on the ocean side of the
islands of an atoll and all waters inside an atoll.

¢, The State Department, on 13 December 1948, concurred in the es-
tablishment for an indefinite period of a danger zone around Eniwetok
Atoll. Danger area notices were published in air and marine naviga-
tional notices and in the press. The State Department notif jed all
foreign governments. It is expected that Bikini Atoll will be simi-
larly affected on or about 1 July 1953.

toxicants and narcotics.

(1) Items of contraband will be confiscated on arrival in the
forward area unless personnel are duly authorized such items in the
execution of their duties.

(2) Exposed film found in possession of an individual will be
confiscated and forwarded to TG 7.1 for processing and classifica-
tion in conformance with existing AEC regulations.

f. Security Inspections. Inspections will be conducted upon arri-

val of personnel and periocdically thereafter to detect security
violations and contraband items and to insure use of proper identi-
fication credentials and proper safeguarding of classified matter.

g. Security Training and Instructions. Organization commanders

are responsible for thorough training, instruction and drill of
megbers of their commands in the existing security regulations
that apply to them (Army, Navy, Air Force or civilian) as well as
in the existing security regulations that are issued from time to
time by Headquarters, JTF SEVEN. Visitors will be thorocughly
instructed in security regulations that apply to them before being
permitted to enter the area of operations.

discovery of a violation of security regulations, a suspicion or
allegation of a violation or the compromise of classified matter, the
task group commander most closely associated with the incident will
initiate an investigation. The Commander, JTF SEVEN will make availa-
ble, upon request from task group commanders, qualified investigators
to conduct such investigations. Task group commanders will be re-
sponsible for the proper utilization of investigative personnel during
the course of investigation and for the submission of preliminary and
periodic reports to CJTIF SEVEN until the case is closed.

3. Soviet Capabilities as Applied to JTF SEVEN.

a. Naval Capabilities. The Soviets have 21 ocean patrol and 37

medium range type submarines in the Pacific Ocean area. Because of
endurance limitations of the medium range type, it is believed that
the ocean patrol type would be the better for operations in the
Eniwetok and Bikini areas. It is estimated that at least four to
six ocean patrol submarines could be maintained on station in the
Eniwetok-Bikini area indefinitely and for short periods this number
could be increased.

b. Air Capabilities.

(1) Aerial photo and radiological reconnaissance of the Eniwetok -
Bikini area from Far East bases (Sakhalin or the Kuriles) is withir
Soviet capabilities. Without refueling, the TU-4, modified for long
range reconnaissance, could remain in the target area for only a
brief period, making necessary prior Soviet access to CASTLE plans

to permit proper timing of reconnaissance flights. Assuming that the

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the Soviets have developed refueling techniques equal to the U.S., one
outbound refueling would extend the time over the target area to over
4 houx;s. There is no evidence, homever, that the Soviets have develop-
ed refueling capabilities. The Third Long Range Air Force, statiomd
in the Far East, is presently reequipping with TU-4s. It is estim ted
that its current T0/E strength for TU-4s is approximately 100. No
TU-4s are know to be modified for long range reconnaissance.

(2) The only Soviet aircraft known to have greater range poten-
tialities than the TU-4 is the Type 31 prototype heavy bomber which
was observed in flight for the first and only time to date in the July
1951 Aviation Day air show in Moscow., If equipped with the JU-022
turboprop engine, the Type 31 would have a combat radius of about 3,500
nautical miles and considerably in excess of this if the combat load
were replaced with fuel. There is no evidence yet that eight this air-
craft or the JU-022 engines are in series production and present esti-
mates are that a heavy bomber will not appear in Soviet operational
units prior to 1953. It is entirely possible, however, that the Sovietis
might equip an early model of the Type 31 for photo and radiological
reconnaissance if & sufficiently high priority exists for this require-
ment .

BADIOLOGICAL SAFETY REGULATIONS

1. The Maximum Permissible Exposure (MPE) for perscnnel involved in this
operation is 3.9 roentgens, gamma only, unless reduced because of
previous or anticipated future exposure, All exposures to external
gemma radiation will be regarded as total body irradiation. A special
MPE of 20 roentgens, gamma only, is authorized for crew members of
air sampling aircraft. The maximum permissible exposures as stated
above are applicable to a field experimental test of nuclear devices
in peacetime, wherein numbers of personnel engaged in these tests
have been previously exposed, or will be continuously exposed to
potentisl radistion hazards. It may become necessary from a study
of personnel records to reduce the MPE for certain individuals who
have participated recently in other atomic tests. Under a military
tactical situation or emergency the maximum permissible exposures
above do not apply.

2. Speclal physical examination for radiological purposes will not be
required for personnel of JTF SEVEN except for civilians when
prescribed by the agency to which such personnel are permsnently

assigned,

3. All atoll land and lagoon areas, in or near which a detonation
takes place, will be considered contaminated until cleared for
operations by the Task Force Commander, BEntry to and exit from .
contaminated areas will be via RadSafe check points only.

ke The contamination levels listed hereon are to be regarded as ad-
vigory limits for control of contamination under average conditions.
A1l readings of surface contamination are to be made with geiger 2
counters, with tube walls not substentially in excess of 30 mg/cm
with shield open. The surface of the probe should be held one (1)
inch to two (2) inches from the surface that is under observation
unless otherwise specified. In all cases other than emergencies,
or tactical situations the ultimate criteria will be limited by the
authorized MPE's for personnel, with measurements made using standard
equipment and techniques for such exposure, Special instances may
arise after shot time such as in the case of an air-sea rescue
within the atoll lagoon and inside the surface RADEX in which rescue
operations will be carried out without regard to the radiological
hazard. Monitors aboard rescue craft shall be required to determine
the extent of actual radiastion hatard experienced in order that ap-
propriate medical tests may be initiated. For emergency operations,
the criteria prescribed for tactical eituations (par 15 below) will
be used as & guide. For operational purposes the MPE's presented
below will not be considered applicable to spotty contamination
provided such areas can be effectively isolated from personnel.

a, Personnel and clothing MPE's are as follows: %%QA
(1) Skin readings should not be more than 1 mr/hr. Complete

decontamination by bathing will be utilized for readings in excess
of this level. Beta radiation exposure to the hands should not

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(2) Underclothing and body equipment such as the internal surfaces
of respirators, should be reduced to 2 mr/hr,

(3) Outer clothing should be reduced to 7 mr/hr.
b. Ship and boat MPE's:

(1) Operational clearances, implying thet contamination exists
and special procedures are required, will normally be granted by
commanding officers on the technical advice of radiological defense
staff members. In peacetime, a maximum fixed contamination level
of 300 mr/week ordinarily will not be exceeded except for "Operational
necessity". JFor this operation an MPE of 600 mr/week will be used
as the upper limit for "operational necessity” unless otherwise
specifically raised or 1owereg Fixed alphe contamination should
not exceed 500 cpm per 150 cm“ of area.

(2) For ships and boats operating in contaminated waters, reasonable
allowances will be made to differentiate between the relative con-
tribution to the total flux from fixed contamination and that due to
"shine" from contaminated waters. For this operation, it will be
assumed that not more than ten percent of the radiation flux entering
the vessel through the sides is due to contamination which will remain
fixed on the vessel upon re-entry to uncontaminated waters. Ships
and boats encountering levels of contamination greater than determined
by the above will request special instructions.

(3) Final clearances, normally granted by commanding officers
will be given upon completion of the operation provided no point
of contamination is greater than 15 mr/day (bets and gamma) and
no detectable alpha exists.

(4) 1In general, boats operating in waters near shot island
after shot times may become contaminasted, Monitors shall be
aboard all boats operating after shot time, either as passengers
or members of the boat crew, until such time as radiclogical
restrictions are lifted.

(5) No ships with personnel shall be permitted inside the
1.5 p. 8. i. line unless specifically directed ctherwise. Bearings
of danger from immediate radiocactive fall-out for ship operations
will be established by CJIF 7 on the basis of forecast wind directions
at the intended time of detonation. This danger section will be
designated as surface RADEX, All ships of the Task Force shall be
required to remain outside the surface RADEX - danger bearings, radial
limitation end time restriction. However, if ships are directed
tactically inte the surface RADEX, movement of ships shall be
governed by tactical exposure guides.

(6) 1Individuals on board ships of the Task Force shall be
protected collectively from hazards of blast, heat and radiocactivity
by movement of the ships,

{(7) It is desired to point out that the employment of the ships
and units in Task Group 7.3, insofar as radiological safety is con-
cerned, is not considered routine useage within the purview of Nav
Med P-1325, "Radiological Safety Regulations." Current revision of
Nav Med P-1325 indicates that its provisions will not apply for

Contaminated land areas of intensities less than 100 mr/hr and greater
than 10 mr/hr will be controlled areas; personnel entering these aress
will be subject to clearance by the RadS8afe Officer, TG 7.1l. Monitors
will not be required for entry into these controlled areas.

Contaminated land areas of intensities less than 10 mr/hr will be con-
sidered unrestricted from a RadSafe standpoint. Areas coming within
this limitation will be designated specifically by the CJIF 7 prior
to unrestricted entry.

RadSafe monitors assigned to individuals or groups working in con-

Film badges, dosimeters, and protective clothing (coveralls, booties,
caps, gloves, dust respirators, etc) as deemed necessary will be
issued to personnel entering contaminated areas by appropriate task
group RadSafe Supply sections,

All personnel within viewing distance of an atomic detonation who
are not supplied with protective goggles will turn away from the
detonation point and close their eyes during the tims of burst.
At least 10 seconds should be allowed before looking directly at
the burst.

The arrival and proposed use of radiocactive sources at Pacific
Proving Grounds will be reported to the Task Force Radiological
Safety Officer.

All samples of radiocactive material which are couriered in air-
craft will be packaged and loaded .30 as to reduce radiation to

a minimum, The RadSafe Officer of TG 7.4 will have a survey made of
the package to determine if adequate precautions have been tkken.
The following criteria will determine space and psckaging require-
mentss

a. Prior exposure of aircraft and courier personnel.

be specifically designated by the CJTF 7. In tactical situations the
military commander must make the decision regarding allowable exposures.
As military personnel are normally subject to only random exposurs,
helath hazards are at a minimum. Current Department of Defense infor-
mation on exposure to gamma radiation in tactical situations is in-
dicated below: ’

a. Uniform acute (immediate) exposare of 50 roentgens to a group
of armed forces personnel will not appreciably affect their efficiency
as a fighting unit,

b. Uniform acute exposure of 100 roentgens will produce in occasional
individuals nausea and vomiting, but not to an extent that will render
armed forces personnel ineffective as fighting units, Personnel
receiving an acute radiation, exposure of 100 or more roentgens should
be given a period of rest and individual evaluation as soon as posgible.

c. Uniform acute exposure of approximately 150 roentgens, or greater,
can be expected to render'srméd forces personnel ineffective as trodps
within a2 few hours through a substaptial incidence of nsusea, vomitidg, .
weakness and prostration. Mortality produced by an acute exposure of
150 roentgens will be very low and eveéntual recovery of physicel fitness
may be expected. b s . : .

d. PField commanders should, therefore, assume that if substantial
numbers of their mesn receive acute radiation exposures substantially
above 100 roentgens, there is a grave risk that their commands will
rapidly become ineffective as fighting units.

e. Internal radiation hazards caused by entry of radicactive substances
through the mouth, through the lungs, or through cuts or wounds do not
exist after an air burst. Internal hazards following & contaminating
surface explosion may be avoided if ordinmary precautions are taken.
Only under unusual circumstances will there be an internal hazard from
residual contamination. This eliminates the necessity for making and
consequent reduction of tactical efficiency.
