My recollection is that the Atomic Energy Commission
has regularly examined the Micronesians who might have been

affected as well as their offspring, that housing and other
facilities were built for their use, and that in 1964 the
Congress made a very generous financial arrangement for the
injuries that might have been suffered.

I would appreciate your revie~~ing Mr. Bales’ letter
and the statement he made to the Congress of Micronesia and

providing me with a report in order that I may

further with him.
