receiving total body irradiation. Most were diagnosed 
with cancer at the disseminated stage and the period of 
observation was short. Of the 112 patients, by 1964, 
95 had died, 7 were living and 10 were lost to follow- 
up. Some of the patients were identified by name, 
others by initials, and some of the 112 are not yet 
accounted for. Where data is available, the subjects' 
ages ran from 16 to 89 with an average in the 60's. 
About 75% were male and roughly two-thirds were white. 

'-his case is characterized as "Treatment use of 
radiation" for disseminated cancer. Radiation source 
was a Van de Graaf generator. The doses administered 
were in the range of 50 - 200r with one exposure at 
300r. 
data was collected and reported on: clinical 
observation, iron metabolism, hematophoresis and 
erythropoiesis.
