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Brookhaven National Laboratories has an agreement with Howard University where
students are supported for an M.S. degree and do their research work at Brookhaven.
Students work in a vanety of areas addressing problems of interest to the renewable
energy (e.g. geothermal) and fossil energy (e.g., heavy crude oils) communities. These
include the use of biocatalyst for reatment of geothermal sludge and brine, improvement
of o1l quality and other oil related problems. Thus effort is currently supported by DOE
ad are directed by Dr. Eugene T. Premuzic of the Department of Applied Sciences at
Brookhaven National Laboratories.

In order to allow, these students to continue their projects and pursue a Ph.D. degree in
Chemical Engineering (which is not available at Howard University) students were
enrolled in the Ph.D. program in Chemica} Engineering at Polytechmc University while
doing their research work at Brookhaven. Two students were supported in this program
working on projects at Brookhaven supervised by Dr. Gene Premuzic and Professor
Allan S. Myerson. The focus of the research work was the microbial treatment of crude
oil. :
